(Sight Words are sometimes called High Frequency Words) 

 
Sight words build speed and fluency when reading. Accuracy, speed, 
and fluency in reading increase reading comprehension. The sight 
words are a collection of words that your child should learn to 
recognise without sounding out the letters. The sight words are both 
common, frequently used words and foundational words that a child 
can use to build a vocabulary. Combining sight words with phonics 
skills increases a child’s speed and fluency in reading. 
 
The pages below containing the lists of the first 300 Sight Words 
which we use in school.  
 
Don’t try to tackle all the words in one go. How many can your child 
already read on sight?  Start by learning 10 new words and keep 
adding more as your child is ready.
